The purpose of this letter is to confirm that the Piedmont Environmental Council (PEC) is the
fiscal agent and a partner of the Wildlife Habitat Committee of Broadlands Association, Inc.
(BAI) program for EarthDay@Loudoun Family Festival, taking place in April 2010.

PEC is a nonprofit corporation qualified as exempt from federal income tax under Section
